Jesus followed 

up his words with works. Jesus said he 

would suffer and die for you, so that you 

might enter Paradise. He fulfilled that 

promise. Jesus words are followed by 

works. He once illustrated that point in a 

striking metaphor, that of the Good Shepherd. All shepherds use words, calling to the 

sheep hoping they will follow. What sets the Good Shepherd apart is the fact that his 

words are followed by his works, including his willingness to lay down his life.
